PROGRESS REPORT (for August, 2010)

GENERAL INFORMATION

The project which consists of the construction wfaasemblyhall with
an adjacenspecial education classrooms well under way. If there
are no interruptions (e.g. rain), the building @ien should be
completed by the end of January 2011, with occaopalily the com-
mencement of term 1, 2011.

With co-operation by all parties involved, closithg car park during each
week has been avoided. There will however, be a tealo this for
approximately one week soon, for the pouring ofdbrcrete founda-
tions and the delivery of steel for the buildingrfrework. Parishioners
and parents will be notified in advance when thisecessary.

The drop-off point for the school children has beeoved to the front
side entrance gate into the school to avoid coragest

When completed, access to the hall will be madelabta both to the
school and parishioners.

The project is on schedule and on budget.

The eastern elevation of the hall has a large fmededicated Catholic
signage/imagery & identity. Finishing materials &l@urs have been
chosen (e.g. colour of tiles, flooring & paint).

The specialist classroom will be added to existilagsrooms.

PROGRESS OF WORK

All excavation and stripping work has been compulete

The retaining wall, footings & new drainage pipesNE corner, (behind
toilets) have been completed. (Backfill to follow).

The power pole + overhead wires taking power totédmmis courts have
been removed and placed underground. Originallg Was to be a
temporary measure during construction, to mainfaower to the
courts, but will be made permanent.

Large metal pipes have been inserted into the graumch will act as
moulds for the concrete piers which will suppor thetal framework
of the hall structure. They await the pouring o toncrete.

There is a requirement to have a new fire hydrantha front of the
school. However, whether this is connected to thees water pipe in
Balaclava or Agincourt road awaits a resolutiorhv@ydney Water.
